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Studio Report
Introduction
The studio report is a chance to document your personal reflection on the studio process. You will have been keeping a journal diary of your lecture-inspired thoughts. In the studio report you can concretise your thoughts by writing them down or illustrating them.

Aim

The aim of the studio report is to encourage reflection on the studio process – a critical skill in the design professions.

Task

Prepare a written and illustrated report on your studio experiences. This takes two forms:

· The weekly journal, and

· The formal report.

In the weekly journal you will have recorded your personal thoughts about the material covered. This might take the form of small sketches or ‘thought experiments’ and points of clarification. You may have collected references to websites, books, magazines, notes on computer applications used and so on; ideas that you teased out in conversation with your peers, graphically or textually.

In the formal report you will need to provide an overview of the theoretical material covered: a brief synopsis of the readings; your interpretation of meanings gleaned (whether they were the meanings intended by the lecturer or just concepts you found interesting); and, how this affected/effected/influenced your studio work. Correct citing of material is critical.

Submission Requirements

There are two distinct submissions:

· The journal (maximum 10 pages of rough notes and illustrations), and

· The report (maximum, 2000 words).

The journal can be a photocopy of the relevant pages from your notebook – like a diary (each entry appropriately dated with pages numbers and so on).

The formal essay is to be typed (and illustrated if necessary) and referenced throughout with a bibliography at the rear. Try to provide some structure such as an introduction, discussion, and conclusion.

Although the nature of the report is such that many ideas are captured, it is important to remember the reader when preparing your journal and report. You may need to explain obscure concepts in more detail in a footnote.
