A Studio 4 Project for School of ITEE, University of Queensland

Locative media is a diverse topic area, which includes projects and installations involving themes of geographical space, experiential mapping, mixed reality and hypenation. The nature of communities and the relationship of individuals within these communities, has formed both the context and the content of many locative project works

This project is an investigation into others. The students choose a, who outside of their usual experience, observe this person and imagine their life --  the student then negotiate with the person a way to get to know and experience the person, their life and the community they live in. They document the experience in negotiation with them. This content will then be adapted into an interactive physical computing environment for end of year exhibition.  It is hoped that the chosen person will also come to the exhibition and invite their family and friends.
The purpose of this study is to get an understanding of another persons life and the community they inhabit

The purpose of this study is to negotiate ways agreeable to the chosen person to do this.

The outcome of the research is an assessable item in a university course and will be exhibited at the end of year exhibition.

Participants will be observed in their every day life, with the images being stored by the participating team and the university at a secure site only.

Interviews will be conducted with participants to gain insight into their experience. Interviews (time and format) will be negotiated with individuals on a case by case basis. Participants are free to leave at any point during the interview or process.

This project is being undertaken as part of my undergraduate  research within the School of Information Technology and Electrical Engineering (ITEE).
