2 page proposals; workshops will be held on Sunday, October 12.

PANELS: Deadline: May 30+ 2003

4 page proposals; ideally focused on controversial and/or provocative topics.

POSTERS: Deadline: July 11" 2003

2 page abstracts; there will be a special Posters session during the conference.

VIDEO DEMONSTRATIONS: Deadline: July 1l 2003
8 minutes or less; distributed via CD-ROM/DVD at the conference.

DOCTORAL CONSORTIUM: Deadline: July 1" 2003

2 page abstracts, plus optional poster; not included in proceedings.

All submissions will undergo peer review by a committee of experts drawn from a wide variety of
disciplines relevant to ubiquitous computing.
